On 23rd July, 2024, women members from South West Garo Hills (SWGH) visited Dabram IVCS in the MLAMP Block of South Garo Hills
District to exchange knowledge and learn about activities in other districts. During the visit, the women engaged in interactive sessions and
Dabram IVCS presented their activities using chart papers. They discussed the formation of the IVCS, their ongoing initiatives, the challenges
they encountered, and how they successfully addressed them.

The women from SWGH were particularly impressed by Dabram IVCS's dragon fruit cultivation and the manufacturing of sanitary napkins.
They expressed their intention to apply these learnings in their own IVCS activities, noting that the initiatives in SGH are unique and different
from those in SWGH.

Before this visit, members of SWGH had low self-esteem and were hesitant to express their views. However, inspired by the articulate and
confident presentations from Dabram IVCS, they gained confidence. During the programme, four women from different IVCS under SWGH
shared their own activities and perspectives.

July, 2024. Participants included members from IVCS under MLAMP Block, East Khasi Hills, as well as members from Umkon IVCS. Key
attendees were Smt. Naphi Kharkongor, TS-Gender, Shri. Marlam Kharmudai, DPM-Ribhoi, Smt. Badashisha Marbaniang, Manager-EKH,
Smt. Sasana Kharkongor, Dy. Manager-EKH, Smt. Ester Kharnaior, PA-Ribhoi. The purpose of the exposure was to enable IVCS to learn,
share, and connect with IVCS outside their own block/district, exploring whether activities undertaken can be implemented in either district.
The visit allowed IVCS from both districts to learn about various income-generating activities (IGAs). Umkon IVCS shared their successful
initiatives, including Eri yarn supply, CMC, CHC, ARV, etc. Smt. Suklin Dohling, a Gender Champion from East Khasi Hills District, also

shared her journey and the challenges she faced in scaling up her food processing business.

On July 4, 2024, an IVCS-Field Enquiry was conducted at Lumtrep village, Thadlaskein Block, West Jaintia Hills District, by JCO and
ARCS, marking a notable collaboration between officers and community members. The Senior Cooperative Officer's inquiry for IVCS
formation, along with BPM and PA for all clusters, concluded on July 5th, 2024. Among Rongram group 1 and group 2 27 villages,
only Manggakgre is eligible to form an IVCS, while 5 villages lack the population and households required, and 23 villages are under
various Multipurpose Societies (MPS). Additionally, Malchapara IVCS Ltd underwent inquiry by JCO, completed its registration, and
received its certificate under Betasing Block SWGH.
